WHEREAS, NYC and various agencies have proving cash and other subsidies (such as improvements, tax rebates, and other expenditures) in contracts for the purpose of keeping jobs in NYC or in encouraging businesses to create jobs in NYC; and
WHEREAS, these subsidies generally fail to create any significant number of new jobs or valuable jobs, in relation to the cost to NYC, and such subsidies create unfair competition for competitors of the companies receiving subsidies because subsidies lower costs for the subsidized companies and the non-subsidized competitors wind up paying part of the subsidies through payment of taxes;

THE FOLLOWING IS HEREBY DESIRED AND APPROVED AS AN INITIATIVE FOR ADOPTION OF A LOCAL LAW TO AMEND THE NEW YORK CITY CHARTER, TO BE PRESENTED TO VOTERS OF THE CITY OF NEW YORK AT A GENERAL ELECTION OF VOTERS:

1.
The title of this local law is “Act to Prohibit Subsidies to Create or Retain Jobs in NYC”. 

2.
It is unlawful for NYC or any agency thereof, to enter into any contracts with any business corporation, non-profit organization, trust, individual or other legal entity for the purpose of purchasing or retaining jobs in NYC, whether the consideration by NYC or any of its agencies is to be by payment, refund, tax rebate, improvements or other expenditures by NYC, or zoning or other regulatory relief.
3.
Any competitor of a subsidized entity with an office in NYC or any taxpayer residing in NYC shall have standing to enforce this statute in the courts through the commencement of a lawsuit to recover on behalf of NYC all payments and other benefits paid to or received by the subsized entity from NYC or any of its agencies under the contract, and the person commencing such suit shall be entitled to recover reasonable attorneys’ fees for attorney services actually used in the litigation and a fee of 25% of the net recovery by NYC after deduction of such attorneys’ fees and out-of-pocket expenses.

4.
The purpose of this statute is to cease using taxpayer moneys to pay for the creation or retention of jobs in NYC because in most instances the jobs are being taken from another community and the payment and economic consequences wind up in paying excessively for whatever net number of jobs and employment income are actually obtained by NYC.
5.
If any provision of this law is held to be unconstitutional or invalid for any reason, the remaining provisions shall be in no manner affected thereby but shall remain in full force and effect.

Plan for Financing the Implementation of this Statute to Prohibit Subsidies to Create or Retain Jobs in NYC
(Submitted in Support of the Petition pursuant to ¶ 11 of Section 37 of the NY Municipal Home Rule Law)

The prohibition against paying to create or retain jobs in NYC does not require any funds. Instead, the prohibition will save NYC about $1 billion per year in subsidies.
